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TYPOLOGIES OF PANENTHEISM: ANALYSIS OF MODERN APPROACHES

The relevance of this article is related to the need for a deeper study of the panentheistic concept
of the God — the world relationship, which is caused primarily by a significant number of foreign
publications on this topic in the fields of philosophy of religion and theology, remaining little known
in the Ukrainian scientific space, as well as the phenomenon of the so-called “panentheistic turn”
as an actual historical-philosophical problem. The purpose of the article is a critical analysis
of the selected typologies of panentheism published on the topic. The tasks set for the realization
of the goal are as follows: to identify and to analyze the criteria by which typologies of panentheism
were built, to critically evaluate them and determine the potential in researching the panentheistic
concept of the God — world relationship in the relevant fields of humanitarian knowledge. According
to the specifics of the topic, such methods as classification, comparison, analysis and synthesis, etc.
are used.

Research results. The analysis of the selected typologies of panentheism makes it possible to
determine the criteria according to which they were created, as well as to outline thefield of humanitarian
studies (philosophical, theological or religious) in which these typologies can be useful. So, in
the typology, which distinguishes Christian, Buddhist, Hindu, etc. panentheism (M. Twardowski),
the intention to classify panentheism according to the specifics of individual religious doctrines is
apparent. Instead, N. Gregersen's typology (soteriological, revelatory, and dipolar panentheism)
distinguishes directions of panentheistic thought, which makes it particularly suitable for historical-
philosophical investigations. In the case of the classification attempt made by J. Wojtysiak (linguistic,
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cultural, theological, ontological, and scientific panentheism), in our opinion, not a typology
of panentheism was made, but the essential aspects of the problems related to this concept were
highlighted. From the point of view of the philosophy of religion, the most valuable of the presented
typologies was developed by T. Oord, who classifies the types of panentheism according to
the interpretation of the thesis about the existence of the world in God. P. Clayton's typology is
interesting because the areas of panentheism are distinguished according to the science — religion
relationship (conservative and three radical: metaphysical, apophatic and naturalistic).
