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PHILOSOPHY AS A TECHNIQUE OF THINKING

Relevance of the study. The article analyzes the possibility and some advantages of the approach
to philosophy as a technique of thinking. The relevance of the problem lies in refuting the tendency
of a simplified view of philosophy as one of the humanitarian disciplines, as well as its depreciation
against the background of the popularization of the scientific worldview. The positive side of such
an approach is the emphasis on one of the options for organizing philosophical thinking according to
a logical model with algorithms of an engineering and technical nature.

The study aims: to show the advantages of the development of modern philosophy by training
the technique of thinking, to emphasize the importance of cooperation with thinking technology, Ar-
tificial Intelligence, and such trends as clip thinking.

The following research methods are involved: analytical, heuristic, modeling and analogy
methods, activity approach. First of all, an analogy is made with the epistemological model of John
Locke.

As a research result, an algorithm for presenting philosophical material with the disclosure
of the technique of heuristic thinking in the following aspects was proposed: through a clip presenta-
tion of the material, a methodological and applied emphasis, the maximum possible formalization,
the use of analogies, and the improvement of heuristic techniques. It is noted that the practical
orientation of philosophical research through the development of creative thinking additionally
continues the tradition of an activity approach in domestic philosophy, in particular in four aspects
of the functions of practice. Special attention is paid to the fact that the technique of a certain style
of thinking regularly affects practice, therefore, the method of conducting philosophical research
transforms the philosopher himself, and this point is worthy of theoretical research and applied use.
From this point of view, the technical understanding of philosophy does not look paradoxical, but
practical and creative. It leads to the awareness, analysis, accumulation and polishing of methods
of creative thinking, allows you to differentiate the intellectual flow into separate complex ideas,

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and to give each of them an applied aspect. In modern realities, the strengthening of these prac-
tices is the synergy with Artificial Intelligence and the presentation of research results in the style
of the so-called «clip thinking».

Key words: technique of thinking, worldview, clip thinking, model, synergistic, heuristics, creative
thinking, analogy.

The introduction. There is a widespread idea of philosophy as the main or typical humanitarian
discipline. It is often perceived as a model of humanitarian knowledge. In this regard, the expression
«to engage in philosophy» or «to philosophize» can be used in an ironic sense to denote a type of re-
search that is not accurate, does not oblige to formulate specific conclusions, is a deeply subjective
one, and, even for its own author, does not act as a necessary truth because it could be rejected the next
minute under the influence of new information, a volatile mood, emotional experiences, etc.

The objective source of such an understanding of philosophy is the sharp rise in the role of science
and technology in the era of the so-called Modern Age. In a historical and philosophical sense, the an-
nouncement of this type of knowledge’s beginning can be called the publication of Francis Bacon’s
«New Organony [4], as well as the methodological searches of Rene Descartes [6], [7]. The practical
consequence of the development of theology-independent natural sciences and their application in
the engineering and technical sense had led to such results that shocked the society of their time. And
as we can see now, the scientific project of the New Age gave us the evolutionary progress not only on
the social or pan-European, but planetary civilization’s level. A completely logical consequence was
the desire to emphasize the positive features of natural sciences, mathematics, and engineering and tech-
nical disciplines (that in the older medieval and early university terminology were called «artsy).

Besides that, technology and engineering favorably distinguished the science of the Renaissance
from Antiquity. A revival and addition of speculative philosophy and theoretical science with practical
application took place. From that moment, a scientist who conducted experiments and crafted devices
and mechanisms was not equated with an artisan who shared labor with slaves (as it was in Aristotle’s
times and was reflected in the «Metaphysics» [2] and the first «Organony [3]; it is considered as part
of his Logic [11], while the so-called «Metaphysics» should be perceived as the general philosophical
basis).

Thus, a kind of illusion arose regarding the limitation of the competences of philosophical know-
ledge; its purely humanitarian orientation, subordination to «modern science and technology», even
inferiority. Such a prejudice should be refuted in a constructive way, in particular, by showing philos-
ophizing as a process of acquiring, improving, and honing the technique of thinking.

The purpose of the study is to show the advantages of the development of modern philosophy
through training in thinking techniques, to emphasize the importance of cooperation with thinking tech-
niques, Al, and such trends as clip thinking. Specific tasks are to use and offer visual models of philo-
sophical thinking in a creative aspect, to take into account the advantages of some modern trends, in
particular clip thinking and Al, to compile a philosophical algorithm for the heuristic thinking technique.

Methods of research: analytical, heuristic, modeling and analogy methods, activity approach.

Results and discussion. 1. We must not forget that a science, like one of the types of worldview,
was and remains a type of philosophy. Purely methodologically (or from the technique of our world-
view), humanity knows three approaches. First, this is faith in the word, that is, myth. At the modern
level, it exists both in a negative sense («ideological myths», «propaganda mythsy, «historical myths»,
etc.), and at a common routine level (when we listen and believe to some experienced person, a news
anchor, just somebody whom we trust, and take information from them uncritically, without the desire
or real possibility of verification). Myth, oddly enough, is responsible for most of the information we
operate with, except for that where we ourselves are real experts. Secondly, there is a religious version
of perception, when we believe that certain information is verified through something otherworldly;
the general plan is guided by another supernatural being, and only there could be found the deepest
causes of everything. Thirdly, we can think critically, relying on the formula «I will not believe until
I check», which is the basis of philosophizing (it can begin with such radical positions as «I know that
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I know nothing» by Socrates or «Ego cogito ergo sum» by René Descartes). Science does not go be-
yond this third type of worldview; it only specifies it and occupies a specific place within philosophy.
The scientific worldview actually joins additional formula «science begins where measurement occursy.

This picture can be figuratively compared to a beautiful castle with complex architecture, each
tower of which corresponds to a separate science. In the windows there are calibration devices. Thus,
each inhabitant has standards and a scale through which he looks outside. However, this is a view from
a certain window, from a certain angle, from a certain specific point of view, a view that is accurate
to the extent that it is limited. If you want to see the overall picture, to examine the castle itself, you
should leave it, to step aside, to look around. At the same time, it may turn out that the soil on which
this beautiful castle stands is very unstable; in places it turns into a swamp, and danger lurks under it.
But if it is taken away, the caste will fall. In addition, from time to time some smart researcher extracts
new building material from this soil and completes the next tower.

So it is absolutely absurd to say that philosophy is a humanitarian science, since these sciences are
varieties of philosophy, including exact (mathematical and logical), humanitarian, natural, and tech-
nical. Similarly, it is not worth trying to achieve objectivity by limiting philosophical research to
analytical philosophy, logical studies of language, etc., replacing philosophy with logic.

Therefore, it is not the attempts to liken philosophy to science would be interesting. It is worth
paying attention to bringing the achievements of certain sciences to the surface, making the entire
philosophical soil more fertile; for example, to use the advantages of technology-technique at the philo-
sophical level. To do this, one should first characterize «technology-technique in general» or, in Plato’s
terminology, the «ideay» of it.

2. When talking about technology-technique as an idea, one should decide on the terminology.
The phrase «technique of thinking» does not combine very elegantly with words from the group
«Engineering»: «machinery», «mechanismy», «equipmenty, etc. They can be spoken of in the sense
of «philosophy of machinery-technology». But philosophy as a technique of thinking should be called
using the terms «Technology» (in the shade of a social phenomenon, the activity of a group of phi-
losophers in specific cultural and historical conditions) and «Technics» in general. «Technique» is
especially suitable for individual turns, tricks, techniques, methods of thinking.

However, the analysis of «philosophy of technology» in the sense of a certain equipment that me-
diates the influence of man on nature is more widespread. In the Ukrainian tradition, one can refer to
the definition of Mykhailo Bulatov, who calls technology as «... a set of means and methods of acti-
vity.... 1) things or complexes of things that a person places between himself and the subject of labor
as a conductor of influences on this subject; at the early stages domesticated animals; 2) in a broader
sense... all material conditions of activity» [1, P. 504].

And it is also necessary to note the aspect of the negative correlation between technology and nature
(in the sense of a more general opposition of culture and nature). Technical is perceived as something
different, inanimate, unnatural, artificial in a negative connotation, even destructive: «A character-
istic feature of [technics] and technology is not only the difference between nature (its expediency)
and them, but also an antagonistic attitude towards the latter: they break and destroy any expediency
and nature as a whole, a manifestation of which are global ecological problemsy [1, P. 505].

However, in a positive sense, artificiality leads to an interesting discussion about the correlation
of the concepts of art, technology, craftsmanship, the understanding of which has repeatedly changed
in the history of mankind in general and the history of philosophy in particular [also see 1, P. 504-505].
This problem goes beyond the scope of our study, but we want to emphasize that the very fact of ar-
tificiality makes sense to state and rely on its possibilities, rather than abstractly call for a return to
nature in everything. In this case, the technique of thinking should obviously be defined as something
artificial, something that does not claim to be a guaranteed true reflection of certain natural processes,
a direct solution to ontological issues, or the disclosure of a «black box».

Rather, it is about a clear algorithm, the construction of a transparent «white box» commensurate
with human cognition. A figurative example can be a pixel drawing that conveys a real landscape.
If the eye is unable to distinguish them, then the technique has achieved coincidence with nature on
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a subjective level (for a person). If it has not, then this is not a reason for accusations. You will still
have to work with a «white box».

In a pedagogical sense, orientation to the technique of thinking means the ability (1) to understand
some kind of intellectual technique and (2) to give completely understandable advice to another, explain
the method of action, the particular method with clarity and obviousness (which Rene Descartes called for).

It would seem that everyone does this from time to time: some person has awareness, another can
explain well. But systematic practice of the technique of thinking forms the corresponding intellec-
tual culture. This allows you to see, search, find orderliness (or its individual blocks, elements) com-
mensurate for a person in natural objects and ancient or unusual artifacts. Philosophy, as a technique
of thinking, is oriented not only to understanding, but to creating on the basis of any successful activity
(both cognitive and practical) small methods, peculiar «mechanisms of information», immediately
oriented to adequate perception and use by other subjects.

3. If we liken the work with information as a whole to a technical process, it may seem that phi-
losophy is threatened with disintegration into separate techniques, methods, intellectual tricks. But in
fact, this process takes place. And it is better to realize it and manage it than to pretend that a modern
person has the time and desire to perceive large texts, think through them, etc.

The view of a human, a person as a text [5] has recently been an interesting metaphor in the con-
ditions of postmodern and hermeneutic issues. But the excess of information has led to the fact that
humanity has moved to the level of clip thinking. Instead of continuous texts’ reading, it is related to
clarifying the content of the topic sentences (first or last, as a rule) of each paragraph at best, but more
often to familiarization with the initial «hit phrase» of the entire text. And it is desirable that the text
does not stretch over several pages. In the electronic version, a significant advantage has begun to be
given to pages that do not need to be sprinkled. The same applies to the perception of information
by ear: audio and video clips on various platforms are already being compiled in such a way as not
to exceed 10-15 minutes. Everything else remains exclusively for the target audience, personal fans,
sponsors, and active visitors of the relevant channels.

So, purely technical presentation of information has taken the form of one-time perception (catching)
of a separate portion on a certain topic. Adding a second idea makes no sense, since the perception process
will be interrupted. The question is only in a clear choice, a conscious topic and determining the atom-
ic-extent of its detailing. We can say that the speaker has the audience's trust to share one complex idea.
And it should inspire listeners, become a reason for reflection or, the best, an instruction for action.

With this understanding, an idea is not a separate perfect thought on a certain occasion (as was
the case in the Platonic and Neoplatonic traditions), but an idea-method. This is a particular piece of in-
formation that the reader or listener (like Socrates' eye-to-eye interlocutor) understands in the sense
that it inspires him, allows him to do something in this style, in a similar way, by a certain analogy.
This is not obviously an applied consequence, but an intellectual experiment, about acquiring skills in
understanding something (when the author's idea for life «opens our eyes» to a certain question), etc.
But in any case, it is a technique of thinking. This is the same situation when a master explains to a stu-
dent, a young trainer, a not very experienced apprentice how to do something in a certain way, in his
understanding, from the standpoint of his life and professional experience. If this generates a similar
(or slightly different) understanding, then the elementary, atomic technological goal has been achieved.

An additional consequence of such an understanding of the text with its technical division into
clip ideas is the ability to quantitatively assess the benefits of a certain classical philosophical text for
an individual person. The reader should record how many ideas, which he received during the corre-
sponding reading, would become his or her own useful thoughts and inspirations. Their number can
grow in the process of in-depth understanding, repeated rereading (which, for example, is characteristic
of Georg Hegel's texts, which assume prior knowledge of the author's general intention, and therefore
each subsequent reading significantly increases the list of ideas received).

Of course, the claim to a universal objective calculation of ideas-methods for a separate philosophi-
cal work is incorrect. But general statistics for a large number of readers can allow us to determine, no
matter how strange it may sound, his average interest, the level of creative inspiration that he produces.
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From this point of view, it is interesting to compare books that are a detailed presentation of a single
thought (with a corresponding long list of examples) and relatively small essays or even philosophi-
cal-literature stories that inspire a whole list of questions, ideas, methods.

4. In our opinion, the heuristic aspect is of greatest interest to the reader of any text, particularly
a philosophical one. This is a situation when the information received is not simply perceived and en-
tered into memory, but inspires, provokes certain reflections, ideas, and actions. In other words, an idea
becomes a method, launches a certain mechanism. This resembles the conscious or unconscious use
of a technical «device». In a purely material sense, everyone has had to press a button on a device
that is incomprehensible how it works, and «revivey it, getting sometimes unexpected, sometimes
destructive, sometimes just fun consequences. Similarly, an elementary, atomic unit of a useful text
can be considered the one that «presses a button» somewhere in our consciousness, subconsciousness,
imagination, etc.

The creative component of thinking is often underestimated. A characteristic point is that heuristics
remains a sphere of scientific research. In the plane of philosophical discussion, a powerful blow to
the ontological model of human creative possibilities was dealt by Immanuel Kant with a negative de-
cision regarding the possibility of synthetic judgments a priori [8], [9]. However, the «Critique of Pure
Reasony [8] was written with an emphasis on philosophy from the point of a scientific worldview;
in addition, it could not yet take into account the development of dialectical methodology and philo-
sophical and psychological research of the unconscious.

As of the first third of the 21st century, the technique of personal appeal to creative ideas can be
offered on the basis of the following model. (1) The starting point is a certain conscious problem, that
is, the formulation of the problem occurs at the intellectual level, the methodology of which corre-
sponds to the Cartesian ideal of clarity and obviousness, the laws of classical logic, and the a priori
principles of precise thinking. (2) If the search area is also intellectual activity, then instead of crea-
tivity, there is clarification, reformulation, etc.; the process does not go beyond deduction and ends
with analytical judgments a priori. (3) If the search area is the surrounding world, then it presents
examples of dialectical processes (development in closed systems, in particular in the Universe as
a whole) or even synergistic (self-development in open systems, which, for example, requires taking
into account the principle of privileged connection instead of the universal one). Then it turns out that
intellectual tools are disproportionate to the object of research, since the first law of identity requires
us to «stop» thought, to fix its self-identity, to say the human «I am», so as not to lose common sense,
does not allow us to «swimy in an animal way with the fluid world. Parmenides of Elea understood
this perfectly, and the technique of thinking in the Middle Ages was based on this. (4) The processes in
the sphere of our own unconscious are probably equally fluid, where the brain processes information
permanently and uncontrollably for the intellect. Although there are heuristic techniques for stimulat-
ing creative thinking and setting tasks, they all involve a certain surprise when the solution is formed
independently and then «emerges», rises, and is presented to our «Ego». (5) Thus, a scheme without
explicit epistemological optimism emerges. We actually learn about the world around us and our own
unconscious by inadequate means, describing them in a disproportionate way. However, this is prob-
ably the main curiosity of cognition. An animal can be called completely dialectical, its intellectual
abilities float along with the world, it lives in a state of eternal questioning, permanent reaction to
the nearest stimuli, unable to say «I amy, break away from the process, look from the side, set long-
term goals, etc. Al exists in a state of constant ability to give a logical answer without any hesitation,
but devoid of the desire to ask questions, to search. A person asks logical questions and receives di-
alectical answers, makes a film from external and internal processes that is very similar to them, but
still consists of cutting individual static frames that cling to the law of identity.

A lot of such «films» have accumulated: both in the form of publicly available texts and on a per-
sonal level in the course of the life considerations of each individual. And therefore, in an applied
sense, the technique of creative thinking consists of intellectually and logically addressing dialectical
databases, in obtaining heuristic «inspiration» from there. For a natural scientist, this may be the cre-
ation of a new «film» by studying the phenomena of the external world.
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However, for a philosopher who has decided to work with inner ideas (if we use John Locke's
division into two sources of knowledge: «All ideas come from sensation or reflection» [10, P. 87]),
a somewhat paradoxical situation arises. (1) A religious person tunes in to creative reasoning, for ex-
ample, to the Holy Spirit. (2) A philosopher-scientist applies heuristic psychotechnics, makes a request
to stimulate his own subconscious. (3) A representative of alternative and quasi-scientific activity
tries to turn to the Noosphere, «information fields», «esoteric databasesy, etc. In all cases, a certain
answer, a particular creative idea (albeit with a different ontological status) practically has an element
of a synthetic judgment a priori, because what has taken place is not the processing of certain empirical
information, but the opening of one's intellect to the reception of creative ideas. And unlike natural sci-
entific research, which was a pattern for Immanuel Kant, it is impossible to describe the corresponding
database to which the request was sent. Even the fact of its existence may remain problematic. That is,
something new arose «out of nowhere» or «I don't know where from». Of course, the researcher does
not construct a synthetic judgment a priori, but a priori provokes himself to receive new information,
which is synthesized, presented by someone/something external or deeply internal.

To put it in a rather fashionable synergistic way, we can say that the creative process at a general
philosophical level interacts with an open system. And given the structure of such a system, control
over this process and scientific transparency of the empirical base, even approximately, are not always
achievable. However, the development of the technique of inquiries remains. Philosophy works and de-
velops due to the improvement of the technique of thinking. Philosophy even becomes a technique
of thinking if agnosticism absorbs ontology.

5. Undoubtedly, examples of the assimilation of philosophical thinking to a certain technique are
well-known in the history of philosophy, but they are mainly based on attempts to apply a mathemat-
ical, especially «geometric», method to the construction of the text of a philosophical work. And it is
not always clear whether the presentation of philosophical ideas through axioms, lemmas, theorems,
hypotheses affects the content, the nature of the research, or is just a tribute to the desire for a scien-
tific-like presentation — a presentation of what was obtained in just another different heuristic way.

Therefore, if we use the above mentioned model of creative thinking, the technique of present-
ing not a separate thought, but a certain philosophical concept should use the following scheme:
(1) the author indicates his databases to which he «opens up», where he seeks inspiration; (2) sep-
arately indicate the methods of addressing them, that is, heuristic ways of provoking the intellect
to the appropriate request (similar techniques are known from the time of Raymond Lully's system
and to entire collections of engineering and managerial ones published in the twentieth century);
the latter (3) provides a positive presentation of the concept, for example, socio-philosophical,
ontological, universal, etc.

Not all of these components can be founded in relation to concepts of classical thinkers. Traditio-
nally, such a component as the doctrine of method is discussed (in the philosophy of Modern times
this especially applies to the constructive doubt of Rene Descartes, the inductive method of Francis
Bacon, the critical thinking of Immanuel Kant, various versions of dialectics, etc.), while the issue
of «databases» is often present, but is not actually realized by the philosopher himself. For example,
if we mention two sources of obtaining ideas by John Locke again: «The objects of sensation one
source of ideas. First, our Senses, conversant about particular sensible objects, do convey into the mind
several distinct perceptions of things, according to those various ways wherein those objects do affect
them... Secondly, the other fountain from which experience furnisheth the understanding with ideas
is, — the perception of the operations of our own mind within us, as it is employed about the ideas it has
got; — which operations, when the soul comes to reflect on and consider, do furnish the understanding
with another set of ideas, which could not be had from things without» [10, P. 87].

This can be figuratively imagined as (1) observing the world around us through the window: when
the process is complete, the window closes, and (2) the philosopher-scientist further reflects on what
he has seen. However, the technique of creative thinking works after that, it seems (3) to open another
window into the depths of the subconscious, into the global information field, etc. — and this moment
remains not actualized in many concepts.
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It is noteworthy that John Locke speaks partly about this point in the «Chapter XIX. Of the Modes
of Thinking» [10, P. 211-213]: «The various degrees of attention in thinking. But perhaps it may not be
an unpardonable digression, nor wholly impertinent to our present design, if we reflect here upon the dif-
ferent state of the mind in thinking, which those instances of attention, reverie, and dreaming, &c., before
mentioned, naturally enough suggest» [10, P. 212]. This is a remarkable feature of deep philosophical
analysis, when the thinker takes into account even that which he does not specifically speak about.

6. A special method that is worth paying attention to in the process of personal development
of the technique of creative thinking in particular and philosophical thinking in general is analogy. This
method is fundamentally inaccurate, although it is studied together with deduction and induction in
the course of such an exact science as logic. However, its application is a good example of a «non-ge-
ometric» method of philosophizing. Although the maximum its scientific reliability (strict way) is
achieved in a situation when (1) there is a clearly understandable basis for conducting an analogy
between objects, a certain common feature, (2) the property transferred from the first object is essen-
tially connected with that basis, (3) then there is a high chance that the same property will be relevant
for the second object.

But the main strength of analogy is that it is a method of methods, preceding any method as such.
In order to apply a certain method, one should see the similarity between the object on which we have
successfully influenced and another object to which we wish to extend this procedure, repeat it, etc. If
such a conscious or unconscious technique of thought does not occur, then our individual successful
actions will remain part of the chain of a specific single process, cannot be detached, transformed into
a tool and applied again.

Practicing analogies, the most non-standard, the most unexpected, is one of the first steps in
the technique of forming a creative, heuristic way of perceiving the world. This is somewhat remi-
niscent of the technique of honing musical hearing, when a person catches and repeats surrounding
sounds in an ordinary everyday environment, recognizes the corresponding notes and tones, etc. That
is, analogy develops the one’s very ability to methodological thinking, forms its culture and teaches
to repeatedly transform any idea into an active method.

7. Finally, based on the view of a philosophical text in terms of thinking techniques, the following
algorithm for its presentation in modern realities can be proposed: (1) clip presentation of the material,
division into separate ideas; (2) a proposal for practical application, transformation of each idea into
a method; (3) ideally taking into account the possibility of formalization, construction of a logical
model or IT program for the perception of the text by Al; (4) giving an example, preferably with
a vivid analogy, a kind of intellectual illustration; (5) bonus provision of practical advice on heuristic
training, polishing creative thinking.

At the same time, let's not forget that our domestic philosophical school puts a lot of weight on
practice, emphasizing its functions such as: the basis of knowledge (knowledge arises where practical
activity takes place), the source and driving force of knowledge development (knowledge grows as
practical activity intensifies), the ultimate goal of knowledge (knowledge is needed for application),
the criterion of the truth of knowledge (theory is tested in practice).

However, this is not enough: technique can absorb practice. If a philosopher has worked out a cer-
tain way of producing texts and presenting material (someone through cards and quotes, someone
based on a favorite method, someone in cooperation with Al), then he or she gradually begins to think
in the appropriate style. It is very important to realize this aspect, critically monitor oneself and try
to improve the technique of intellectual work in accordance with the thinking style of one's cultural
environment and several related generations.

Conclusions. The technical understanding of philosophy is not something paradoxical, moreover
it is worth talking about the awareness and improvement of the technique of intellectual activity, in
particular the methods of creative thinking. This allows us to differentiate the intellectual flow into
separate complex ideas, giving each of them a practical aspect. Such an approach in the realities
of the so-called «clip thinking» organically fits into the newest traditions of information perception
and working with it, in particular in cooperation with Al

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THE ENERGY OF LOVE AS «TRIPLE-SOLAR UNITY»
IN COUNTERACTING GENOCIDES OF THE 20™- 215" CENTURIES

The relevance of this research is determined by the need for a philosophical reflection on genocide
as an extreme manifestation of dehumanization in the twentieth and twenty-first centuries and by
the search for value-based and spiritual factors capable of counteracting mass violence. Despite
a substantial body of historical-legal and political science research, the internal anthropological
and ethical-philosophical foundations of genocidal thinking remain insufficiently conceptualized. This
problem becomes particularly acute in the context of contemporary armed conflicts and war crimes,
including the Russian—Ukrainian war, which brings to the forefront the issue of restoring humanity as
a fundamental condition for resisting dehumanization.
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The purpose of the article is to provide a philosophical analysis of the phenomenon of love as
the energy of «triple-solar unityy in the teachings of Hryhorii Skovoroda and to substantiate its role
as a value-based factor in counteracting genocidal practices and the destruction of human dignity
in the twentieth and twenty-first centuries. The object of the study is genocide as a philosophical-
anthropological and ethical-moral phenomenon. The subject of the study is love as an ontological,
ethical, and existential principle of resistance to dehumanization under conditions of mass violence.
The theoretical and methodological framework of the study is grounded in philosophical anthropology,
ethics of responsibility, hermeneutics, historical-philosophical analysis, as well as interdisciplinary
approaches from genocide studies and social psychology (theories of dehumanization and empathy).

Research findings. The article demonstrates that genocide constitutes not only a political and legal
crime but also a radical moral rupture made possible by systemic dehumanization of the Other. It is
shown that love, understood in a broad philosophical sense — as empathy, solidarity, respect for dignity,
and responsibility for the Other — emerges as a key antithesis to genocidal thinking. The heuristic
potential of Hryhorii Skovoroda’s concept of «triple-solar unity» is revealed as a model of the integrity
of being that integrates the human person, society, and the transcendent dimension on the basis of love.
The ideas of Oles Berdnyk concerning the spiritual evolution of humanity and love as a cosmic energy
of Light capable of resisting historical violence are also analyzed. Within an interdisciplinary context,
the views of E. Levinas, V. Frankl, E. Staub, Martin Luther King Jr., and M. Nussbaum are engaged,
confirming the role of love and empathy as factors of moral resistance to dehumanization.

Conclusions. It is argued that love, as a philosophical-ethical principle and value imperative,
constitutes a necessary condition for the preservation of humanity and for counteracting genocidal
tendencies. The concept of «triple-solar unity» may serve as a normative model for moral restoration
and the prevention of mass violence in the contemporary world.

In this context, the importance of an interdisciplinary approach combining social philosophy,
philosophy of law, and religious aspects is growing. Social philosophy helps to comprehend the fun-
damental principles of social life and interaction between individuals, philosophy of law analyzes
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the mechanisms of legitimization and implementation of social norms, and religion provides a moral
basis for behavior and interaction. There is a need for a comprehensive analysis that allows us to
assess the impact of moral and religious norms on legal consciousness and social behavior. The pur-
pose of this article is to study the interconnection between these spheres and to develop conceptual
approaches to harmonizing legal norms, social justice, and moral principles in modern society.

The purpose of the study is to conduct a comprehensive philosophical analysis of the interrela-
tionship between social philosophy, philosophy of law, and religious aspects in contemporary society,
aimed at identifying their conceptual overlap, mutual determination, and role in the formation of value
orientations, socio-normative approaches, and mechanisms of social regulation. This goal involves
an in-depth study of how the philosophy of law reflects the social and moral foundations of society,
how religion influences legal consciousness and social practices, and how social philosophy con-
ceptualizes the interaction of spiritual, normative, and legal factors. To achieve this goal, a number
of scientific tasks are to be solved, including: clarifying the theoretical foundations and methodological
approaches to the analysis of social philosophy, philosophy of law, and religious issues; identifying
key points of intersection between these areas and describing the mechanisms of their interaction in
the contemporary sociocultural environment; studying the influence of religious ideas on the formation
of legal norms and legal culture in the context of globalization; analyzing the role of socio-philosophi-
cal concepts in the development of legal systems and models of social order; assessing the importance
of religious and ethical factors in maintaining social stability and the legitimacy of legal institutions;

paradigms in the context of improving the effectiveness of social development. The implementation
of these tasks allows for a comprehensive disclosure of the essence of the interrelationships between
the specified areas, revealing their contemporary significance and outlining the prospects for further
theoretical and practical research in this interdisciplinary field.

Method of research. The study employs a comprehensive interdisciplinary approach that combines
methods of social philosophy, philosophy of law, and religious studies, allowing us to cover the phe-
nomenon of interaction between these spheres at various levels — from theoretical and conceptual to
practical and social. Within the framework of socio-philosophical analysis, methods of identifying
and interpreting key social phenomena, conceptual modeling of social interaction structures, and criti-
cal analysis of social processes that form the basis for the emergence of legal and religious norms were
used. For the philosophy of law, normative analysis is used to determine the nature of the relationship
between moral, legal, and religious regulators, as well as a comparative legal method, which allows
us to trace the dynamics of legal concepts in different legal systems and cultural-historical contexts.

The religious studies component of the methodology is based on historical and cultural analysis,
which makes it possible to trace the transformations of religious ideas and their influence on the for-
mation of social norms, and elements of theological synthesis, which contributes to a deeper under-
standing of the internal logic of religious doctrines and their role in socio-legal processes. In addition,
an analysis of scientific concepts and a comparison of classical and modern sources are used to identify
continuity and innovation in the understanding of the interaction between socio-philosophical, legal,
and religious approaches. Considerable attention is paid to the study of international documents, scien-
tific reports, philosophical and legal doctrines, and sociocultural practices that reflect current trends in
the development of global society. This expanded methodological base ensures the comprehensiveness
and depth of the analysis, allowing us to reveal the multidimensional nature of the interconnection
between social philosophy, philosophy of law, and religious factors in the modern social environment.

Results and discussion. In today's globalized world, social, legal, and religious factors form an ex-
tremely complex system of interdependencies that determines the behavior of individuals and groups,
as well as the nature of the development of social institutions. Social philosophy views society as
a dynamic system where the interaction of social institutions, groups, and individuals determines
the level of justice, solidarity, and stability. These interdependencies are particularly significant in
the context of globalization, where local cultural and religious practices interact with transnational
norms and standards [1; 2].
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One of the key problems of our time is ensuring a balance between individual rights and social
responsibility, which is especially important in the context of diverse religious and cultural traditions.
Religious values often serve as a source of moral principles that shape social norms and influence
the legal consciousness of citizens, creating a basis for social cohesion and the stability of state in-
stitutions [1; 3]. They define moral guidelines that are integrated into the decision-making process,
forming a system of values that allows society to maintain solidarity and ensure the effectiveness
of social mechanisms.

The philosophy of law demonstrates that legal norms do not exist in a vacuum; their legitimacy
and effectiveness depend on their compliance with the moral and cultural expectations of society
[4; 5]. The principles of equality, human dignity, and freedom of conscience enshrined in modern
constitutions are often based on moral foundations shaped by religious traditions that support social
order and mutual responsibility [6; 7]. These principles play a key role in shaping legal systems where
the balance between individual rights and collective interests is ensured through the integration of eth-
ical and cultural norms into legislative practices.

In this context, the issue of integrating religious values into secular legal systems without violating
basic human rights and civil liberties is important. Research shows that religion can serve as a tool for
strengthening social morality and legal awareness, but excessive inclusion of religious norms in the le-
gal system can lead to discrimination against minorities or restrictions on individual freedoms [4; 8].

Contemporary international experience demonstrates different approaches to harmonizing human
rights and religious freedom. In the United States, the Constitution guarantees freedom of religion
and the separation of church and state, but religious organizations and their principles actively in-
fluence social and legal processes, particularly in matters of education policy, health care, charitable
activities, and ethical aspects of legislation [9; 10]. This is evident in numerous cases related to the ac-
tivities of religious schools, hospices, and medical institutions, where the balance between religious
beliefs and state norms requires constant interdisciplinary analysis.

In the countries of the European Union, there is a desire to harmonize secular law with traditional
religious values through a system of human rights and social standards, which involves adapting leg-
islation to multicultural societies and ensuring equal rights for representatives of different religious
communities [11; 12]. Regulations on the wearing of religious symbols in schools in France and Ger-
many demonstrate the complexity of integrating religious beliefs into legal practice, which strives to
remain neutral while taking into account the rights of minorities.

An analysis of international cases also shows that the integration of religious norms into legal sys-
tems contributes to the formation of social cohesion and stability if it is carried out through dialogue
between state institutions and religious communities [1; 2; 6]. For example, Canada and Sweden have
established mechanisms for adapting religious norms to national legislation through consultation
and public debate, which helps prevent conflicts and maintain social stability [5; 10].

At the same time, social and political transformations, globalization, and multiculturalism cre-
ate new challenges. The role of education in shaping legal culture and critical thinking, the ability
to assess contradictions between legislation, moral norms, and religious beliefs is growing [1; 3].
The development of civic consciousness, capable of compromise and finding solutions that take into
account the interests of all parties, is becoming a key factor in maintaining stability and justice in
a multicultural society.

The integration of social philosophy, philosophy of law, and religious principles allows for the de-
velopment of effective models for managing social processes. The experience of the Netherlands in
the field of religious education and regulation of religious communities shows that with proper in-
tegration of legal and moral norms, a balance between religious freedom and public interests can be
achieved [4; 5]. Similar integration mechanisms are also used in Australia, Great Britain, and New
Zealand, where state institutions actively involve religious organizations in discussions of social
and legal reforms [1; 2].

Thus, the synthesis of knowledge of social philosophy, philosophy of law, and religious ethics

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social responsibility, and moral norms. This contributes to the sustainable development of society,
the protection of individual and collective rights, the formation of civic consciousness, and the en-
hancement of the legitimacy of state institutions [13; 14; 15]. An interdisciplinary approach allows
for the specificities of cultural, religious, and social contexts to be taken into account, reducing
the risks of social conflict and promoting the integration of different groups into the legal and social
sphere.

Finally, it should be emphasized that the integration of social philosophy, philosophy of law, and re-
ligious ethics into modern legal practice is a key factor in the formation of sustainable and balanced
social institutions.

It is particularly important to emphasize that religious values should not be seen as an obstacle to
the development of the legal system, but rather as a resource that strengthens the moral basis of law
and contributes to the formation of public trust in state institutions. International experience, particu-
larly in the United States, Canada, the European Union, Australia, and the Netherlands, shows that
effective management of socio-legal processes is possible through constructive dialogue between
the state and religious organizations, as well as through legislative adaptation that takes into account
cultural and religious characteristics. Case studies show that states that actively integrate religious
ethical principles into legal regulation achieve higher levels of social stability, civic participation,
and legitimacy of legal institutions.

At the same time, the study warns against excessive integration of religious norms into secular law,
as this can lead to restrictions on individual rights, discrimination against minorities, and conflicts
between citizens. It is therefore important to develop mechanisms that allow religious principles to
be adapted to national legislation through consultation, interdisciplinary expertise, and sociological
research. This approach ensures a balance between religious freedom and secular principles, promotes
the development of civic culture and the formation of legal consciousness capable of critical analysis,
compromise, and constructive resolution of social conflicts.

It should also be emphasized that the synthesis of knowledge of social philosophy, philosophy
of law, and religious ethics not only contributes to the understanding of the interaction of social
and legal processes, but also forms the basis for building an effective legal system capable of ensuring
a balance between freedom, responsibility, and moral principles. An interdisciplinary approach allows
us to take into account the specifics of the cultural, religious, and social context, reduce the risks of so-
cial conflicts, and promote the integration of different groups into the legal and social sphere. Thus,
the study proves that contemporary social philosophy and philosophy of law are indispensable tools
for forming a harmonious, just, and legitimate society capable of adapting to change, ensuring human
rights, and supporting the stable development of state and social institutions.

Discussion. The analysis shows that modern legal systems cannot ignore religious and moral tradi-
tions, as they serve as a social consolidator. At the same time, excessive combination of law and reli-
gion can lead to restrictions on individual freedoms and discrimination against minorities. Therefore,
an interdisciplinary approach allows us to find optimal solutions that preserve social stability, respect
for human rights, and the moral legitimacy of norms. The experience of different countries shows that
the integration of religious values into legal practice increases the effectiveness of social regulation
and contributes to the formation of civic consciousness.

Conclusions. Social philosophy, philosophy of law, and religious aspects interact closely,
forming socio-legal norms, moral principles, and mechanisms for legitimizing law. Religious
values serve as a source of moral legitimacy for law, define the boundaries of social behavior,
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and influence social cohesion. An interdisciplinary approach allows for the formation of a legal
culture that takes into account social, moral, and religious factors and contributes to the devel-
opment of flexible mechanisms for integrating religious norms into secular legislation. The in-
tegration of religious values into legal practice increases the effectiveness of social regulation,
contributes to the formation of civic consciousness, and ensures a balance between individual
freedom and collective responsibility.

Contemporary international cases (USA, EU, Canada, Australia) demonstrate that the effective in-
tegration of religious and moral principles into the legal system reduces social conflicts and increases
the legitimacy of institutions. Interdisciplinary analysis allows us to assess the consequences of new
legislative initiatives, predict potential conflicts, and develop recommendations for improving social
justice and protecting human rights. The development of legal education and the formation of critical
thinking among citizens are necessary conditions for the effective combination of religious, moral,
and legal norms in a modern multicultural society. Ultimately, the systematic synthesis of social phi-
losophy, philosophy of law, and religious aspects creates the preconditions for the sustainable devel-
opment of society, the harmonization of individual and collective rights and obligations, and the as-
surance of social stability.

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THOMAS HOBBES’S PHILOSOPHY AND ETHICS IN THE CULTURAL PARADIGM
OF THE MODERN ERA

Issue topicality. The anthropological dimension of human existence under the conditions
of contemporary global challenges acquires particular philosophical significance. The intensification
of the problems of war and peace, violence and responsibility, good and evil foregrounds the necessity
of rethinking classical concepts of moral philosophy, within which the nature of the human being
and the limits of human freedom are analyzed. In this context, modern war emerges as a limit situation
that reveals the fragility of social order and returns the individual to a state of existential uncertainty.
The philosophical legacy of the early modern English thinker Thomas Hobbes provides conceptual
foundations for understanding the causes of war, the mechanisms of violence, and the possibilities
of overcoming them through the moral and legal regulation of human relations.

Goal of the research is to analyze the moral and ethical foundations of Thomas Hobbes's
philosophy, with particular emphasis on his understanding of war and peace, the state of nature,
and the social contract as a condition for overcoming destructive forms of human coexistence.

Methods and research results. The article employs the dialectical method to identify
the contradictions between the natural and social dimensions of human existence,
the phenomenological method to comprehend the existential experience of fear, violence, and self-
preservation, and the descriptive method to reconstruct the key tenets of T. Hobbes s moral philosophy.
1t is demonstrated that in Hobbes s philosophy war appears not only as a form of armed confrontation
but as a condition of radical absence of normative order, in which the human being transcends
the distinctions between good and evil, justice and injustice. It is substantiated that Hobbes's thesis
of the “war of all against all” reflects the anthropological preconditions of violence determined by
competition, diffidence, and the desire for glory. It is shown that the social contract in Hobbes's
conception functions as a mechanism of voluntary limitation of natural rights for the sake of preserving
life, peace, and social stability. It is established that the notions of good and evil in Hobbes s philosophy
possess a social and normative character and perform the function of regulating human behavior with
the aim of self-preservation and avoiding a return to the state of war.

The article is devoted to the study of a relatively new anthropological type «digital persony,
the transformation of human identity, the problem of the corporeality of the digital person and the form
of its self-presentation.

The purpose of this article is to study the main aspects of the socio-philosophical reflection
of the digital person, which is expressed in the problem of the coexistence of the physical and digital
«I», the transformation of human identity in the context of the rapid digitalization of society.
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Tasks: to reveal the process of transformation of the digital identity of modern man; to investigate
the problem of «digital corporealityy; to determine the essence of the digital transformation
of society.

The solution of the formulated goals and objectives was facilitated by the use of the following
scientific methods: the method of analysis and synthesis, the phenomenological method (was applied
in the issue of determining the digital identity of the individual and digital corporeality, reflection in
the conditions of digital mediation, a systemic scientific approach (digitalization as a new environment
for human existence).

The conclusions indicate that the study of the socio-philosophical reflection of the digital person
has a wide range of manifestations in the social environment. First of all, this is expressed in
the transformation of human identity, which in our time is already characterized as a digital identity,
which indicates changes in the self-perception and self-presentation of modern man.

The article shows that modern philosophical science defines digital identity as a new form of “I”,
which does not depend on the physical subject and, accordingly, on the signs of temporality of reality.
Reflection here is focused mainly on changing the social space, cognition of the surrounding world
through its digital projection.

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PREVENTION AND MANAGEMENT OF PSYCHOLOGICAL STRESS
IN MILITARY EDUCATION
(SOCIO-PHILOSOPHICAL ASPECT)

Relevance of the problem. The study of prevention and management of psychological stress
in military education is one of the most important sections of stress psychology. The development
of the ability to fight and effectively overcome psychological stress already during training in military
education institutions is of particular importance in the current conditions of the insidious Russian-
Ukrainian war.

The purpose of the article is a socio-philosophical analysis of the prevention and management
of psychological stress in military education.

To achieve this goal, the following methods were used: the method of critical analysis of scientific
literature on the specified issues, dialectical, inductive, deductive, as well as the method of systemic
analysis.

Research results. Negative thinking plays a key role in the development of psychological stress, as
well as the pessimistic, tragic and depressive dark worldview associated with it.

In overcoming psychological stress in general, two main directions can be distinguished: preventive
and therapeutic. The preventive approach is aimed at strengthening the body's defenses, changing
the attitude towards psycho-traumatic situations and developing positive thinking. The therapeutic
approach aims to neutralize existing stress by targeted influence on its physical and emotional
manifestations. There are no clear boundaries between these approaches. Effective prevention
of psychological stress in military personnel during training involves a comprehensive approach,
which includes both individual and group measures aimed at strengthening psychological resilience
and adaptation to combat conditions. In our opinion, such methods as: auto-training, psycho-physical
training and suggestion are particularly effective and easy to apply. The effectiveness of meditation,
relaxation, affirmation and visualization is determined by the peculiarities of the work of the human
consciousness and subconscious. Health-improving suggestions are a powerful tool for influencing
a person's physical and psychological state. Positive language formulas are able to gradually
change negative psychological attitudes to positive ones. The effectiveness of positive suggestions
is significantly enhanced by the poetic form, which makes it easy to remember and repeat new
positive language formulas. Working with positive poetry-suggestions involves: reading, memorizing,
repeating, rewriting, drawing and visualization.

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PHILOSOPHICAL REFLECTION ON THE COGNITIVE EXPANSION
OF UKRAINIAN SOCIETY UNDER CONDITIONS
OF INTENSIVE CYBERSPACE DEVELOPMENT

The article provides a philosophical and analytical examination of the phenomenon of cognitive
expansion as a specific form of hybrid influence on society under contemporary conditions
of the intensive development of cyberspace. Cognitive confrontation is conceptualized not merely
as an auxiliary instrument of information warfare, but as a fundamentally new dimension of present
and future conflicts aimed at the profound transformation of worldviews, value orientations,
and behavioral patterns of individuals and social communities.

The relevance of the study is determined by the growing role of non-kinetic forms of influence
in the context of global political competition among states, as well as by the increasing ontological
and epistemological vulnerability of societies within the digital environment. Particular attention is
devoted to the political-philosophical significance of cognitive expansion as a means of constructing
a worldview and normative representations of social reality that are advantageous to the initiating
actor.

The purpose of the research is to identify the essential characteristics of cognitive expansion, to
analyze its mechanisms and spheres of implementation, and to conceptualize the specific features of its
functioning under conditions of hybrid confrontation and global crisis processes.

The methodological framework of the study is based on philosophical-analytical, systemic,
structural-functional, and interdisciplinary approaches, which make it possible to consider cognitive
expansion as a complex, multidimensional phenomenon whose realization occurs through coordinated
actions in the spheres of education, science, culture, and mass communication, employing mental,
symbolic, and linguistic forms of influence on consciousness.

The research findings substantiate that under contemporary conditions, hybrid cognitive expansion
is actively implemented through social networks, the blogosphere, media production, mass culture,
and advertising, as well as through the transformation of scientific theories and educational programs
aimed at the long-term modification of beliefs, interpretations, and modes of thinking of the population.
For the first time, cognitive expansion is conceptualized as a hybrid phenomenon in the temporal
dimension, combining situational and strategic modes of influence.

Particular attention is devoted to the analysis of the COVID-19 pandemic as a specific «existential
catalyst» that significantly altered the nature of social interaction and transferred a substantial
part of human experience into the digital realm. It is shown that e-learning is effective primarily
within blended educational models, whereas under pandemic conditions digital platforms became
the dominant source of knowledge and a powerful channel of cognitive influence.

The conclusions emphasize that hybrid cognitive expansion constitutes not only a security issue
but also a philosophical challenge related to the preservation of the autonomy of thought, identity,
and the semantic integrity of society. Directions for further research on cognitive expansion in various
spheres of social life are proposed, with particular emphasis on the education system as a strategically
important space for the formation of cognitive resilience under conditions of rapid development
of information technologies and the intensification of the struggle for control over the information
space.

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PRODUCER MANAGEMENT IN CONTEMPORARY CREATIVE INDUSTRIES:
A SOCIO-PHILOSOPHICAL INTERPRETATION

Relevance of the study. The relevance of the study lies in the transformation of contemporary
creative industries operating under conditions of digital change, network society, and growing socio-
cultural uncertainty, which necessitates a reconsideration of management practices in the sphere
of cultural production. Producer management is usually interpreted in an applied economic
and managerial way, which overlooks its socio-cultural, value-based, and worldview complexity.
In this context, a socio-philosophical analysis of producing as a special form of practical activity
related to the production of meanings, organization of public space, and social responsibility becomes
essential.

The aim of the research is a socio-philosophical conceptualization of producer management as
a multidimensional phenomenon of contemporary creative industries that combines ontological,
epistemological, and axiological dimensions.

Research methods. The methodological basis is a socio-philosophical approach involving
philosophical reflection, analysis of social practices, and hermeneutic interpretation. The study applies
concepts of social ontology, practical philosophy, and philosophy of culture.

Results. It is demonstrated that producer management should be considered not only as a tool
for managing creative projects but also as a form of socio-cultural practice and practical rationality
(phronesis). The role of the producer as a subject of social construction of cultural reality and as
a mediator between creativity, economy, and public space is substantiated. The axiological tension
between commercial expediency and cultural significance, as well as the ethical responsibility for
the social consequences of cultural production, is revealed.

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JUSTICE IN A SOCIETY IN CRISIS:
THEORETICAL ANALYSIS OF RESEARCH

Background. In the genesis of the social process in Ukraine, justice is decisive in the system
of value, moral, ethical, and regulatory dimensions of social existence. It has its own meaning for
each generation, era, and period. The issue of justice becomes particularly relevant in times of crisis
and change, when values and traditions are shifting. In times of socio-political crises, conflicts,
and military aggression, it becomes a necessary condition for the development of societ).

The purpose of the study is to highlight the contemporary philosophical approaches of Ukrainian
researchers to the analysis of justice in a society in crisis and during military aggression against
Ukraine.

Methods. The methodological basis of the study is philosophical methods and principles of cognition,
a systematic approach, structural-functional, analytical, historical-logical, and retrospective, which
ensured the disclosure of the interrelationships and interactions of the basic components of the socio-
philosophical dimension of justice in a society in crisis and during military aggression.

Results. Contemporary research by Ukrainian philosophers on justice in a crisis society and during
military aggression by the russian federation focuses on identifying the key factors in Ukraine's
development. The central focus is on the growing role of justice, which has its own meaning for each
generation and becomes an integrating force in periods of reform, instability, and changing values.
Its violation threatens new conflicts and disasters.

Researchers at the H. S. Skovoroda Institute of Philosophy of the National Academy of Sciences
of Ukraine and Taras Shevchenko National University of Kyiv are highlighting the importance
of justice in the context of Russian aggression. Anatoliy Yermolenko defines Ukraine's war against
Russian aggressors as just, requiring moral principles and categories, since justice is a fundamental
value of a democratic society. Oleksandr Kyrychok proposes the concept of “agents of justice” —
international institutions capable of establishing rules of war and peace based on direct intervention
and the responsibility of the aggressor, rather than just a policy of sanctions.

In general, justice is an important moral, ethical, and regulatory factor in the development
of modern Ukrainian society and a factor in its resistance to aggression.

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FREE COMMUNICATION AS AN ALTERNATIVE
TO MANIFESTATIONS OF AGGRESSION IN SOCIAL NETWORKS:
PHILOSOPHICAL AND LEGAL ASPECT

The article provides a philosophical and legal analysis of the phenomenon of free communication
as an alternative to manifestations of aggression in social networks in the context of the digital
transformation of public space. The relevance of the study is due to the increase in the level of verbal
aggression, hate speech and conflict rhetoric in the online environment, which negatively affects
the quality of public dialogue, violates the principles of human dignity and creates threats to
the implementation of freedom of speech as a fundamental democratic value. Social networks are
considered as a special communicative space in which elements of private and public interaction are
combined, and each statement potentially acquires social significance and legal consequences.

The study substantiates the thesis that aggression in digital communication has not only
an individual-psychological, but also a structural nature, due to the logic of the functioning of social
platforms, the depersonalization of communication and a decrease in the level of responsibility for
the word. From a philosophical point of view, such aggression is interpreted as a manifestation
of a crisis of dialogue and a deficit of communicative culture, in which the other ceases to be perceived
as an equal subject of interaction. In the legal dimension, attention is focused on the complexity
of ensuring a balance between freedom of expression and the need to protect the rights and freedoms
of other persons from aggressive forms of speech.

Particular attention is paid to the concept of free communication, which is understood not as
absolute freedom of any expression, but as a value-oriented process based on respect for human
dignity, mutual recognition and readiness for reasoned dialogue. It is proved that it is free
communication, supplemented by ethical and legal dimensions of responsibility, that is capable
of performing a preventive function regarding aggression in social networks, without resorting to
excessive restrictions on freedom of speech. The article emphasizes that overcoming aggression
in the digital environment requires not only legal response mechanisms, but also the formation
of a sustainable culture of non-violent communication as a component of democratic public discourse.
It is concluded that the philosophical and legal understanding of free communication opens up
opportunities for harmonizing freedom of speech and protecting human dignity in the conditions
of a modern information society.

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GLOSSARY OF EPISTEMOLOGY IN SOCIAL SPACE

Problem. The global transformations of the 20" and early 21 centuries in the social space have
more clearly than ever demonstrated the need to change the methods and forms of management of this
industry and constantly increase the personal level of intellectual properties. The social construct faces
crisis issues regarding the management methods involved. Therefore, there is a significant imbalance
between the involvement of new approaches to managing public space and old authoritarian standards
of management, which do not correspond to the paradigm of innovative development and prevent social
institutions from effectively responding to new forms of socio-intellectual, managerial, and cultural
risks.

Purpose — to analyze the specifics of the glossary of epistemology regarding their functioning in
the social dimension, which closely intersects with the publicity phenomenon, and present in the article
the types of explications that actualize their presence in scientific research, socio-cultural existence
(cognitive explication, communicative and moral-ethical, communicative-dialogical, informative).

Methods. Within the framework of the functioning of epistemology, the following concepts
are distinguished: “kumatoid”, “case studies”, “abduction”, and Lawrence Grossberg's
theory of “articulation”. These concepts should become the alphabet of a modern specialist in
humanitarian methodologies. That is why it is crucial to define each category. The article uses
the dichotomy of the public sphere according to Y. Habermas (“strong” — institutional: “weak” —
informal) and the definition of “public space” by H. Arendt. Visions of the philosophy of science
(T. Kuhn, 1. Lakatos) are also involved. As a theoretical and conceptual construct, the methodology
of epistemological research is based on the acceptance of scientific knowledge as fundamentally
intersubjective and depersonalized.

Research results. The author of the article proposes the formation of a new perception
of the professional community and attitude towards the attributes of everyday life (symbolic systems,
cultural universals, social groups), etc.;

turning to a professional methodology that creates conditions for the development of scientific,
social, pedagogical, and public activities,

involving modulating ontology, the specialist is tasked with studying patterns of various types,

forms, means, and styles of thinking to find and form the most balanced management decision;
visions of anthropological and psychological perspectives for solving deep existential problems.

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THE CONTEMPORARY CIVILIZATION CRISISIN THE CONTEXT
OF THE FAILURE OF FORMATIVE EVOLUTION

The relevance of the problem. The modern centrifugal processes of deglobalization are
increasingly alarming. Because the multipolar world has already caused world wars twice. Is a global
apocalypse a fatal inevitability? — Doubtful. After all, integration processes in the economy objectively
determine the main vector of social progress in the direction of forming a monolithic world, which
a priori excludes the likelihood of military conflicts. Against this background, Russian aggression
against Ukraine and the formation around this drama of two poles of world confrontation — the axis
of autocratic evil on the one hand, and world democracy on the other — is perceived as a civilizational
anomaly: a global conflict of authoritarian imperialism with democratic globalization, tyranny
with freedom, the past with the future. At the heart of this conflict are not just random aggressive-
expansive whims of autocrats, but a failure of formational evolution — the incompatibility of the base
and the superstructure: the economic base in the global space is currently predominantly modern-
capitalist, while the state-political superstructure in some places still remains authoritarian-archaic —
a mutated remnant of the feudal Middle Ages. This is the root cause of the long series of global
cataclysms deliberately provoked by autocrats, starting from the First World War — the desperate
opposition of authoritarianism to world integration processes that erode the economic foundation
of autocratic regimes, bringing them inevitable doom.

The purpose of the article is to give and bring to the world community an understanding of the deep
essence of civilizational development in the direction of forming a monolithic human mega-community
in the global space, showing against this background the unnatural essence of modern authoritarianism
with its attempts at self-salvation by methods of military counteraction to globalization processes. It
is from this perspective that it is worth considering the attempts of the mafia-authoritarian Russian
Federation to tear Ukraine out of world integration processes by military means, forcibly drawing it
into its agonizing autocratic empire.

Research method: materialist approach to the analysis of social evolution, including the state
of our present, is the method of historical materialism.

Novelty of the research. For the first time, the Marxist method of materialist understanding
of historical processes was used in favor of capitalist liberalization and the triumph of democratic
globalization.

Research result. The root cause of the modern civilizational crisis was identified — the failure
of formational evolution: the incompatibility in the global space of the modern-capitalist basis with
the remnants of the archaic superstructure in the person of the authoritarian regimes of Russia and its
satellites as a mutated remnant of the feudal Middle Ages.

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HOMO DIGITALIS AS AN EXAMPLE OF AN EXISTENTIAL CRISIS
OF THE INDIVIDUAL IN MODERN SOCIETY

This article examines the fundamental mechanisms of modern human sociocultural transformation
in the context of digitalization. Particular attention is paid to the problem of the digital human as
a result of the aforementioned processes, defining its characteristic features, and the mechanisms
of its formation.

The purpose of the scientific work is to study the Homo Digitalis in the existential plane
of the collision of his positive / negative characteristics. Tasks: to consider the mechanisms
of transformation of the human personality in the conditions of intensive development of digital
technologies; to reveal the key characteristics of the Homo Digitalis; to determine the essence
of the existential crisis of the Homo Digitalis.

The methodological basis of the work is the following methods: the method of analysis and synthesis,
the synergistic method, the method of structural and functional analysis.

Results. The article emphasizes that the digital man is a vivid embodiment of modern social
existence. The main mechanisms of transformation of the human personality, which led to
the emergence of such a phenomenon as a Homo Digitalis, are virtual identification, which leads
to the loss of one’s individuality, alienation of the individual and the dispersion of the personal
in the conditions of the formation of network authenticity. The digitalization of society transforms
the ontological essence itself, generating the basis of an existential crisis — on the one hand, it makes
human life easier, rapidly changing, opens up alternative options where previously a person could
only dream, to a digital representation of the surrounding world, on the other — to the emergence
of an «ontological voidy (alienation of corporeality), changes in the value system, the problem
of the relationship between the public and the personal.

Introduction. The rapid development of digital technologies today encompasses virtually all
spheres of social life, inevitably attracting the attention of researchers in various scientific fields. Par-
ticular attention is problem to the anthropological factor, that is, the impact on humans and the changes
they experience as a result of the transformation of living conditions. Virtual reality, or virtual reality
in our time, is no longer something new, but is perceived as a familiar part of everyday life, a world
where people’s immediate needs are met and where they spend considerable time. This “world” for
people is more of an absolute reality, real life, and stands on par with other key traditional institu-
tions of socialization—family and school-becoming, in essence, a new institution for the socialization
of the modern generation. In other words, the emergence of a fundamentally new type of information
society and the development of network communications are radically changing the nature of social-
ization, viewed as informational socialization [11, p. 145].

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It is interesting that modern researchers draw attention to the fact that the era of the New Man,
the advent of which was predicted by the philosophers of the Renaissance, the Enlightenment, and also
F. Nietzsche, has already come. One of the decisive characteristics of the personality of the new man is
called a decrease in attention, the ability to concentrate and memory loss, because thanks to the avail-
ability of information in young people, the need to retain it disappears [13, p. 140].

In this perspective, Semenenko A. notes that if during the first industrial revolution the innova-
tive technology that changed the world was steam energy, then during the second — the conveyor,
and during the third — the computer. Today we live in the era of the fourth industrial revolution, and it
is digital. The Internet of Things and Big Data, machine learning and Al, analytics and robotics are
the forces that force us to rethink how we do business, work, interact with customers and the world
around us” [14, p. 103—-104].

Ogorodniychuk Y., speaking about the fourth industrial revolution or “industry 4.0”, emphasizes
that the individual is alienated, and not only from his work. A person “does not find” himself in pro-
fessional activity, since the work he performs is often not in accordance with nature. Everything comes
down to automation, mechanization, robotization of human life processes, most of what is created by
man does not belong to him [10].

For his part, Dzyoban O. also draws attention to existential uncertainty and risks. The scientist
notes that modern man has to live without stable landmarks, long-term factors of order, and generally
recognized authorities. There is a growing awareness that new cultural realities are no longer unam-
biguously “good” or “hostile”; they are ambivalent, since they carry not only obvious benefits, but
also sometimes hidden dangers and vice versa [6, p. 10].

The sphere of law regarding the issue of the Homo Digitalis has also acquired a special significance.
M. Airapetov notes that in the context of international humanitarian law, a person’s digital avatar is
considered as a tool for ensuring the rights and freedoms of the individual in conditions when tradition-
al protection mechanisms are becoming less effective. During extreme situations, when the physical
security of civilians is exposed to significant threats, a digital avatar can act as a regulatory carrier
of human rights and freedoms — from the right to privacy to freedom of expression [1, p. 132].

Speaking about the legal foundations of the development of digitalization of society, Denisen-
ko K. draws attention to the fact that the Committee of Ministers of the Council of Europe since
2003 has issued more than 50 recommendations and declarations that apply the lens of human rights
to various problem areas related to the use of digital technologies, the Organization for Security
and Cooperation in Europe has issued a number of guidelines related to freedom of expression on
the Internet, such as “Freedom of the Media on the Internet: Guidance by the Organization for Secu-
rity and Cooperation in Europe”; the United Nations Human Rights Council since 2012 has adopted
a number of resolutions that confirm the protection of human rights on the Internet. The European
Convention on Human Rights also regulates digital and information rights by enshrining such fun-
damental rights as the right to respect for private and family life (Article 8), freedom of expression
(Article 10). It is worth noting that the European Convention provides for restrictions on these
rights in the interests of national security, territorial integrity or public safety, for the prevention
of disorder or crime, for the protection of health or morals, for the protection of the reputation or
rights of others, to prevent the disclosure of confidential information or to maintain the authority
and impartiality of the courts [7, p. 92].

Shapoval V. claims that the triumph of man in the modern information and digital era is that we
have reached the level of a society of mass information consumption. But the tragedy is that people
were not ready for such a rapid turn in the development of our civilization. There is a real risk of losing
our humanity, turning not into spiritual beings, as the outstanding philosophers and religious thinkers
of the past dreamed of, but into something like machines, homo technologicus, for whom not only
higher spiritual needs disappear, but also the value of life itself. The usual state for such beings who
have lost themselves is destruction, violence and war with themselves and the whole world [15, p. 56].

Thus, the purpose of the article is to study the Homo Digitalis in the existential plane of the col-
lision of his positive / negative characteristics.
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Tasks:

— to consider the mechanisms of transformation of the human personality in the conditions of in-
tensive development of digital technologies;

— to reveal the key characteristics of the Homo Digitalis;

— to determine the essence of the existential crisis of the Homo Digitalis.

Research methods. The study of this problem requires the use of the following scientific me-
thods: the method of analysis and synthesis (allowed us to reveal the main aspects of the emergence
of a Homo Digitalis), the synergistic method (a Homo Digitalis is considered as a complex system
that self-organizes in constant interaction with the virtual environment), the method of structural
and functional analysis (allowed us to identify the key characteristics of a Homo Digitalis and deter-
mine the essence of his existential crisis).

Results and discussion. It is known that the term “digital native” was first used in 2001 by Ame-
rican writer Mark Prensky to refer to people born after the digital revolution, who live surrounded
by computers, video games, video cameras, mobile phones (smartphones), networks, etc. and who
are used to receiving information through digital channels. Observing schoolchildren and students
of the 2000s, the researcher came to the conclusion that people born at the end of the last century
are different from all others. M. Prensky proposed to call such people “digital natives” — speakers
of their native digital language of computers, video games and the Internet. People born before
this period, the scientist called “digital immigrants”. According to Prensky’s theory, no matter how
hard they try, “immigrants” still have something like an “accent” — a kind of “echoes of the past”,
attempts to combine the latest possibilities with the old ones (for example, when a person confirms
receipt of an email by phone or, instead of editing a text on a computer, prints it out and edits it by
hand) [6, p. 11].

Indeed, since a person has involved digital devices in these processes, he has changed the usual
mechanisms of perception and assimilation of information. And we are not talking about the technical
difference between using a pen and a touch screen, a paper book and a tablet, but about significant
changes in the formation and functioning of mental and psychophysiological processes inherent in
a person — perception, attention, imagination, memorization, thinking. A touch or electronic screen,
a computer mouse, a keyboard require skills that are different from those that a person uses in con-
tact with a book, notebook, pen, etc., accordingly, they educate other skills, alternative to those that
a person acquired earlier in the development process, and at the same time change the operations
and connections in analyzers and signaling systems. Technologies change the structures of thinking
and behavior of a Homo Digitalis compared to their predecessors, and the main principle feature
of Homo Digitalis is the existence of a Homo Digitalis in an inseparable ontological system “person —
gadget” [2, p. 18].

Thus, an important feature of a Homo Digitalis is seen — the philosophy of a Homo Digitalis builds
its essence on the interaction between people and digital technologies. At the heart of this concept is
the impact of the digital age on the individual, his perception of the world around him, interaction with
others and self-determination. The identity of a Homo Digitalis is formed in the online space through
social networks, digital platforms and interaction with various technologies. In essence, a Homo Dig-
italis faces the issue of privacy and security, as personal information becomes vulnerable to digital
threats. Social interaction turns into online communication and virtual communities, which affects
the formation of social relationships and mutual understanding [3, p. 26].

The above allows us to argue that in our time it is already necessary to distinguish between
“non-virtual” and “virtual” human personalities. The new virtual personality that is being formed is
revealed through self-awareness and self-correlation within the virtual reality itself. For this virtual
personality, the images of the virtual world are not disembodied or allegorical, they are quite real,
because they exist with it in the same space [11, p. 147]. In the digital space, a person has special
anthropic characteristics, non-trivial identification and self-identification. And this is not surpris-
ing, since in the virtual space a person has the opportunity to change appearance, age, gender, etc.
As D. Wang notes, in the new space there is a fact of increased individualization and at the same
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time there is a clear manifestation of the manipulative nature of the new culture. In parallel, there
is a break with communities of a religious, professional, age-related nature, etc., that is, with com-
munities already familiar to a person. This is a rather complex process, as it allows us to note two
essential lines. Firstly, the personal position is becoming weaker, because a person does not have
those around him who can support him in the real world, there are no those who are the bearers
of those values that strengthened his faith in himself and in his “I”’. Algorithms of actions, a certain
behavior are imposed on a person, and therefore new intellectual efforts are required from a person
and humanity in terms of defending his “I”. Secondly, such a situation realizes the manipulative
potential of digital culture. Natural social ties are lost, they are replaced by artificial ones. Artifi-
ciality lies not only in the ways of organizing communication processes, but also in their essence,
where cultural certainty is replaced by technological programming. Making friends on the Internet
without any physical and spiritual effort, putting up “likes” in support of those like you, rather than
providing real support — this simplifies not only human relationships, it simplifies the person himself.
Communication is formed for oneself and does not contribute to the creation of an environment fa-
vorable for the preservation and development of humanity. Such a person turns into a monosyllabic
social atomic organism [4, p. 18].

A vivid example of the implementation of this idea was the fact that in 2007 the Gartner compa-
ny developed a set of technologies for the Homo Digitalis and demonstrated a number of trends in
the development of digital technologies at the International Scientific Symposium “IT Expo (Emerging
Trends) Symposium” in Barcelona. In the same year, American entrepreneurs Josh Spear and Aaron
Dignan introduced the concept of Born Digital (“digital from birth”), which later transformed into
Digital Generation (“digital generation”) [6, p. 11].

In order to understand the essence of the changes taking place in the anthropological environment,
it is necessary to pay attention to the mechanisms of transformation of the human personality, which
Semenenko A. cites:

1. Creating virtual avatars. In the digital environment, a person can have several identities at once,
embodied in the form of avatars — characters in video games, profiles in social networks, virtual mod-
els in metaverses. This is how the so-called identity multiplication is formed, when a person receives
many images, each of which performs a certain social function. In this case, identity becomes flexible,
relational, adapted to a specific digital context.

2. Self-presentation in social networks. Social networks (Facebook, Instagram, TikTok or Linke-
dIn) offer tools for controlled self-presentation. Likes, comments, algorithmic visibility and digital
popularity become not only forms of social capital, but also factors that influence self-esteem, a sense
of identity and belonging.

3. Algorithmic practices of personalization. Algorithms of social platforms, search engines and mar-
keting services personalize the user experience, creating so-called “filter bubbles” that affect what
a person sees, reads, and is interested in. These algorithms not only respond to the user’s behavior, but
also shape his information field, reinforcing certain elements of identity — political views, consumer
preferences, aesthetic tastes, etc. A person becomes an object of algorithmic influence, which partially
deprives him of autonomous control over his own identity.

4. Digital corporeality and virtual presence. With the development of augmented and virtual reality
(VR/AR) technologies, a new type of corporeality is emerging — a digital body that functions virtually,
but affects the emotional, psychophysiological and social state of a person.

5. Archiving and digital traceability. Every action of a user on the network — message, photo, like,
viewing history — is stored and forms a digital archive of the personality, which can be accessed, ana-
lyzed and represented in the future. Thus, identity becomes a temporal process, which is not limited
to the “present self”, but includes its digital past. This creates a new form of memory, where the indi-
vidual appears as a product of an accumulated and structured digital history [14, p. 104—105].

Also, the synergistic aspect is important in the context of the interaction of a Homo Digitalis
and a digital society, which is reflected at the level of self-organization and self-regulation of society.
In this case, Voronkova V. argues that a digital society is a system that always has emergent properties
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(special, unique), absent in individual elements and determined by a certain combination of a set of el-
ements that interact with each other. From the same elements, a wide variety of systems can be formed,
more or less stable (depending on the connections between them, the state of the external environment)
in the context of searching for extraordinary creative solutions in the new digital era [5, p. 31].

Dzyoban O. identifies the following characteristics of a Homo Digitalis:

* a Homo Digitalis is formed as an information and knowledge carrier and an interpreter of a huge
amount of information. Information is endowed with a certain subjective content in accordance with
the purpose, turning into knowledge — the basis of development. Information is a resource for the re-
alization of a person’s intellectual abilities;

* in the cognitive sphere, there is a widespread increase in the value of the speed of perception
and processing of information, often to the detriment of the depth of perception;

* a decrease in the need for training of working memory, which can be transferred to devices;

* mobile communication devices acquire the features of a “mental organ” taken outside: finding
themselves without a gadget or mobile phone, a person feels helpless, deprived of memory and com-
municative function in general,

* a loss of interest in fundamental knowledge of the basics, being satisfied with superficial knowl-
edge of problems, ignoring verification by experience and critical thinking; the formation of a special
type of visual-figurative “clip” thinking, where the brightness and accessibility of the content is valued
above its depth;

« the ability to obtain an almost unlimited amount of information in a relatively short period of time;

« virtualization of interpersonal contacts, which, on the one hand, facilitates communication, and on
the other hand, creates the illusion of accessibility and ease of relationships;

« transformation of gadgets into an element of the subconscious, an individual external carrier
of the collective unconscious;

« transfer of various types and methods of communication to the online sphere;

* increase in the number of pathologies due to envy due to a clearly expressed property stratification;

* identification of a Homo Digitalis occurs through a person’s involvement in a particular sphere
of information, virtual and social spaces;

* self-presentation of an individual on the Internet is carried out through a nickname, avatar, page
on a social network, due to the freedom of their construction and attractiveness for users [6, p. 17-18].

In turn, Wang D., speaking about the characteristics of a Homo Digitalis, highlights the following
important issues:

— the emergence of a new form of citizenship. This refers to the concept of network citizenship.
And this is quite understandable, because on the one hand, the information society does not create
a new society or space separate from the nation-state, but, on the other hand, in cyberspace it is dif-
ficult to distinguish the nationality and political affiliation of network users. In the network, modern
national and political systems are no longer the most important reference systems for network users,
and the identity of network citizens urgently needs to be defined;

— language, which has recently been in a state of transformation (syntactic and semantic shifts).
Modern culture is moving from the dominance of language to the dominance of images, where people
increasingly rely on images to understand and interpret the world. People are used to calling the mod-
ern era the “visual era”, where the ubiquitous visual image covers all fields and traditional rules. Only
that which can fully capture people’s attention has power or influence. Widespread visual images
profoundly change the form of many cultural events [4, p. 18-19].

Thus, a large-scale transformation of a person, his existence, spheres of his interaction and in-
fluence takes place. Digital man becomes increasingly dependent on virtual reality and digital
space, which affects his self-acceptance, worldview, worldview. The development of virtual space
builds a digital civilization, where human activity, interaction, self-expression and perceived
reality are transformed. On the one hand, technologies contribute to the expansion of prospects
for modern man, and on the other hand, they limit his freedom. Moreover, this happens gradu-
ally, algorithmically, systematically and imperceptibly for the individual himself [10]. In other
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words, the simulation of social reality, which occurs as a result of the digitalization of society,
leads to the fact that the real world recedes into the background, its place is taken by a “fake” safe
and therefore attractive space: there is alienation from the natural world, which saves the human
nervous system. The real world with its ideals and values is devalued, at the same time the in-
fluence of the virtual world becomes limitless: the individual turns into a one-dimensional homo
virtualis, inextricably linked with the computer, a person with pseudo-passions and the same
feelings and moral attitudes [12, p. 209].

Conclusions. The above-mentioned characteristics of the Homo Digitalis and the mechanisms
of its transformation make it possible to assert that the Homo Digitalis is a vivid embodiment of mod-
ern social existence. The main mechanisms of transformation of the human personality, which led to
the emergence of such a phenomenon as the Homo Digitalis, are virtual identification, which leads to
the loss of one’s individuality, alienation of the personality and dispersion in the personal in the con-
ditions of the formation of network authenticity. To this should also be added the transformation
at the cognitive level, cognition of the environment and awareness of one’s essence, role.

This statement is quite justified, since the digitalization of society transforms the very ontological
essence, generating the basis of an existential crisis — on the one hand, it corresponds to modern so-
cio-cultural transformations, making human life easier, rapidly changing, opening up alternative op-
tions where previously only a person could dream of digital representations of the surrounding world,
the emergence of an “ontological void” (alienation of corporeality), the system of values changes,
which entails a change in attitude to the problem of life / death, the problem of the ratio of the public
and the personal (the former comes to the fore, for example, in social networks life events are covered,
which is supported by likes, etc.).

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HISTORICAL ROOTS OF PROTESTANT EXISTENTIALISM

Issue topicality. The term «Christian existentialism» has long been established in the scholarly
literature; however, its internal differentiation has received little systematic analysis. For this reason,
this article proposes to examine Christian existentialism at the denominational level — Catholic, Or-
thodox, and Protestant — each of which developed within distinct confessional and cultural contexts.
The Protestant form of existentialism, in particular, underwent a long and complex process of devel-
opment, emerging largely as a reaction to the theological and cultural dynamics that have shaped
Protestantism since the Enlightenment.

Goal of the research. Given the specificity of the research topic, the primary objective of this article
is to identify the key moments in the formation and development of Protestant existentialism.

Methods and research results. Given that the concept of Protestant existentialism remains largely
unarticulated in the scholarly literature, this article adopts historicism as its primary methodological
approach. This approach enables an examination of the origins and development of Protestant exis-
tentialism. Protestant existentialism passed through two principal stages of development: its formative
origins in the nineteenth century and its conceptual consolidation in the 1920s. Fourth, the historical
emergence of Protestant existentialism can be understood, on the one hand, as a reaction against
modern rationalism and, on the other, as the result of a complex constellation of intellectual influences,
among which the most significant were Schelling’s German Idealism, Nietzsche's philosophy of life,
neo-Kantianism, Dilthey’s hermeneutics, Husserl’s phenomenology, and Heidegger's fundamental
ontology. Although Protestant existentialism was not a homogeneous phenomenon, it brought together
thinkers from two main traditions — Lutheran and Reformed — who were actively engaged in the social
and political processes of the 1920s and 1930s.

Key words: Protestant existentialism, existentialism, dialectical theology, Protestantism, Christian
existentialism, Soren Kierkegaard.

The introduction. The term «Protestant existentialismy is rarely used in academic monographs — not
due to its indefinability, but because religious existentialism is more commonly referred to as Christian
existentialism, existential theology, or dialectical theology. For this reason, the term has not gained wide
circulation in academic discourse. What, then, can we say about Protestant existentialism in this case?
Is it an artificial concept, or does it have a solid historical background? It must first be noted that the defi-
nition which restricts religious existentialism exclusively to Christian existentialism is overly narrow. As
a matter of fact, there were at least three branches of Christian existentialism: Catholic (Gabriel Marcel,
Jacques Maritain, Ftienne Gilson), Orthodox (Fyodor Dostoevsky, Nikolai Berdyaev), and Protestant
(Seren Kierkegaard, Rudolf Bultmann, Paul Tillich, Karl Barth, Emil Brunner, Eduard Thurneysen,
Friedrich Gogarten, Reinhold and Richard Niebuhr, Dietrich Bonhoeffer). This differentiation serves as
a foundational premise of the research. Based on this assumption, we aim to emphasize that Protestant
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existentialism emerged in the 1920s and 1930s, alongside its atheistic counterpart, primarily within
the German-speaking world. Due to the less hierarchical structure of Protestant churches and the dimini-
shed influence of Church Tradition, Protestant thinkers made significant and often brilliant contribu-
tions to the question of human existence. Unlike their Catholic and Orthodox counterparts, they were
generally more open to existentialism, despite its rebellious spirit. It is important to note that, although
existentialism is often considered an introspective and even despairing philosophy, many existentialist
thinkers have been actively engaged with the social and political issues of their time. For instance, Paul
Tillich’s involvement in the social implications of the German Revolution of 1918 stemmed from his deep
concern with societal problems. Interestingly, Tillich traced the social dimension of his thought back to
his grandmother, who had participated in building barricades during the Revolution of 1848. According
to Tillich, he was profoundly influenced by the words of the biblical prophets who spoke out against
injustice, as well as by Jesus’ condemnation of the wealthy. In his «Autobiographical Reflectionsy, he
nostalgically recalls, «These were words which I learned by heart in my very early years» [15, p. 12].

Social engagement is also evident in the writings of Reinhold and H. Richard Niebuhr, as well as
Dietrich Bonhoeffer. The social dimension of twentieth-century theological thought has been empha-
sized in numerous scholarly studies. A particularly illustrative example is the influential volume «The
Modern Theologians: An Introduction to Christian Theology Since 1918y, edited by David Ford. Ac-
cording to Ford, between the European Middle Ages and the end of the nineteenth century, there were
numerous significant events and transformations in both life and thought — many of which originated
in Europe but had global repercussions. Among the most notable were the Renaissance and the Refor-
mation, the colonization of the Americas, the Enlightenment, the American and French Revolutions,
the rise of nationalism, the Industrial Revolution, and the advancement of natural sciences, technology,
medicine, and the human sciences. Also impactful were the emergence of bureaucracies, constitution-
al democracy, new means of warfare and communication, mass education, public health initiatives,
and innovative movements in the arts, philosophy, and religion. Throughout this dynamic and often
traumatic period, theologians remained active members of society, the church, and academic institu-
tions. Consequently, their theological reflections were inevitably shaped by these developments. In this
fundamental sense, their theology can be regarded as modern — inasmuch as it responds to, critiques, or
resists these transformations [7, p. 1]. Existentialism, in this case — whether in its atheistic or non-theis-
tic form — is, in all respects, a modern philosophy, provided that we understand modern thought to refer
to the intellectual movements of the nineteenth and twentieth centuries. Based on the above points, it
is important to clarify the historical, philosophical, and theological roots of Protestant existentialism,
in accordance with the methodology of historical and philosophical research.

Goal and tasks. In this paper, we will focus on the historical background of Protestant existentia-
lism, aiming to trace its key turning points in formation and development.

Research methods. Since Protestant existentialism is a highly specific and somewhat obscure term,
we aim to explore its historical roots in accordance with the principle of historicism. This approach
will help trace its origins and shed light on the concept itself, which may initially appear ambiguous.

Research results. Before examining the historical roots of Protestant existentialism, we will review
the most authoritative and recent publications on the topic. Then, we will examine the historical roots
of Protestant existentialism. Interestingly, the concept of Protestant existentialism does not appear in sub-
sequent monographs on existentialism, such as «A Companion to Phenomenology and Existentialismy
edited by Hubert L. Dreyfus and Mark A. Wrathall [1], «The Bloomsbury Companion to Existentialism
edited by Felicity Joseph, Jack Reynolds, and Ashley Woodward [17], «The Bloomsbury Handbook
of Existentialism» edited by Felicity Joseph, Jack Reynolds, and Ashley Woodward [18], «The Cambridge
Companion to Existentialism» edited by Steven Crowell [19], and «The Routledge Handbook of Contem-
porary Existentialismy» edited by Kevin Aho [21]. The term «Protestant existentialismy is also not found in
the following surveys: «Existentialism: A Reconstruction» by David Cooper [5], «Existentialism: A Guide
for the Perplexed» by Steven Earnshaw [6] and «Existentialism» by Robert Solomon [14]. All of these
studies can be labeled as historical-philosophical. Meanwhile, the historical-theological monographs
also did not contain the term «Protestant existentialism». For example, the studies of the noted scholar
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John Macquarrie, such as «An Existentialist Theology: A Comparison of Heidegger and Bultmann» [9],
«Studies in Christian Existentialism» [11], and « Twentieth-Century Religious Thought» [12]. The latest
monograph written by Hue Woodson [22] also does not use the term. After briefly analyzing the above
sources, we can conclude that the concept of Protestant existentialism has not gained widespread accep-
tance in research circles. More commonly, we encounter the term «Christian existentialismy. In this article,
we propose a confessional approach, according to which the Christian version of existentialism can be
examined from three perspectives: Catholic, Orthodox, and Protestant. Consequently, we intend to survey
the rise and development of Protestant existentialism based on this assumption.

The next important step in our research is to distinguish the theological concept of «dialectical theo-
logy» from our proposed term, «Protestant existentialism». The concept of dialectical theology is prob-
lematic because it is difficult to categorize theologians such as Paul Tillich, Karl Barth, Rudolf Bultmann,
Emil Brunner, Reinhold Niebuhr, and Dietrich Bonhoeffer under its umbrella. For example, Roger Olson
identifies Karl Barth, Emil Brunner, and Rudolf Bultmann as leaders of dialectical theology [13, p. 301].
Olson also attributes Friedrich Gogarten, Eduard Thurneysen, Thomas Torrance, and Niebuhr to this
movement. In our view, however, these theologians are quite distinct from one another in their methods
of thought and approaches to solving theological problems. For this reason, we believe the aforemen-
tioned term, «Protestant existentialismy, is more balanced. Under its banner, unifying such disparate
thinkers as Bultmann and Barth does not appear as problematic as it does under dialectical theology. Sec-
ondly, dialectical theology, or neo-orthodoxy, was never strictly a theological movement. As Roger Olson
mentioned, dialectical theology was influenced by Seren Kierkegaard and Martin Heidegger, drawing
inspiration from them for its theological revolution [13, p. 299]. It’s important to note that Christian theo-
logy has always interacted with philosophy to some extent, whether during the period of the Apostolic
Fathers, the Reformation, or the publication of Karl Barth’s Epistle to the Romans.

Having highlighted several controversial points regarding the use of the term «Dialectical theology»
and the near absence of «Protestant existentialismy in research literature, we will now define this move-
ment and analyze its historical development. As mentioned earlier, Protestant existentialism is one form
of Christian existentialism, alongside Catholic and Orthodox versions. It unites thinkers who belonged to
Lutheranism (Seren Kierkegaard, Rudolf Bultmann, Paul Tillich, Friedrich Gogarten, the Niebuhr brothers,
and Dietrich Bonhoeffer) and the Reformed Church (Eduard Thurneysen, Karl Barth, and Emil Brunner).

It is important to note that Protestant existentialism was never a homogeneous movement. Karl
Barth was a preacher and theologian, Rudolf Bultmann a biblical scholar, Paul Tillich, a philosopher,
Emil Brunner, a theologian, Dietrich Bonhoeffer, a pastor and dissident, Friedrich Gogarten, a profes-
sor of theology at several German universities, Eduard Thurneysen, a cleric of the Reformed Church,
and the Niebuhr brothers, social activists and political thinkers in the United States. Nevertheless,
a number of common themes unite these thinkers. First and foremost is a critique of nineteenth-cen-
tury liberal theology, with its anthropocentric orientation, as well as a broader disillusionment with
the rationalism and moralism characteristic of the modern era. It is also important to note that, in its
historical development, Protestant existentialism passed through two main stages:

1. A formative period associated with the work of Seren Kierkegaard (the first half of the nineteenth
century);

2. A phase of conceptual development and consolidation as a distinct intellectual movement in
the 1920 s.

Danish philosopher Seren Kierkegaard is widely regarded as the founder of Protestant existentia-
lism. Although he was rooted in the Lutheran tradition, he was also one of its most uncompromising
critics. The central ideas in Karl Barth’s early work, for example, were formed under the direct influ-
ence of Kierkegaard. The same can be said of other representatives of Protestant existentialism.

The question thus arises as to why Kierkegaard became so profoundly influential for Protestant
existentialists in the twentieth century. According to Paul Tillich, Kierkegaard combined Lutheran pie-
tism of the revivalist type — including the orthodox doctrinal content of revivalism — with categories
derived from Schelling’s existential philosophy [17, s. 134]. Tillich also offers a valuable insight into
the period during which Kierkegaard’s thought was rediscovered in the early twentieth century. He
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recalls: «I remember with pride how, as students of theology in Halle, we came into contact with Kier-
kegaard’s thought through translations produced by an isolated individual in Wiirttemberg. In the years
1905 — 1907, we were seized by Kierkegaard» [17, s.134].. Furthermore, Tillich identifies three rea-
sons for Kierkegaard’s enduring influence. First, Kierkegaard’s religious writings, he argues, «are as
valid today as they were when they were written». Second, Kierkegaard served as «an inspiration for
dialectical theology, later called neo-orthodoxy». Third, he became «an inspiration for Heidegger,
who gave the name existentialism to the entire movement that derives from Kierkegaard» [17, s. 135].

Another prominent Protestant existentialist, Friedrich Gogarten, explains Kierkegaard’s impact
in the following way. In his book «Der Mensch zwischen Gott und Welt», he writes: «Kierkegaard
was, after all, a passionate thinker and possessed a passionate concern for intellectual integrity; such
a disposition can also be found among theologians, and it need not harm their theology — even though,
it must be admitted, it thereby becomes a dangerous undertaking. I would say that precisely because
Kierkegaard took up the task just indicated, namely, of distinguishing the historical and intellectual
sediments surrounding the Christian faith from the faith itself, he arrived, in contrast to the inherited
philosophical tradition, at entirely new insights into human existence» [8, s. 156]. According to Gog-
arten, these insights were subsequently taken up by what is known as existential philosophy, which
explains Kierkegaard’s powerful impact on philosophy. For theologians, however, this remains philos-
ophy — and indeed it is. Yet only a short-sighted mode of thinking would draw from this the conclusion
that it is therefore irrelevant for theology [8, s. 156].

Undoubtedly, Kierkegaard’s tremendous impact can be seen in Karl Barth’s most renowned work,
«The Epistle to the Romansy. In the preface to the second edition, Barth observes: «If I have a ‘system,
it consists of the following: whenever possible, I always take into account what Kierkegaard called
the «infinite qualitative difference» between time and eternity. «God is in heaven, and you are on earth»
» [2, s.xii]. Barth further clarifies this dialectical formula as expressing the relationship of this God to
this human being and the relationship of this human being to this God. According to Barth, this theme
constitutes both the central subject of the Bible and the sum of philosophy. Indeed, Barth explains that
philosophers refer to this crisis of human knowledge as the first cause.

Renowned American theologians Carl Braaten and Robert Jenson assess the impact of the Danish
«rebel» Kierkegaard in the following way: «He minted the coins that became current in dialectical
and existentialist theology: «infinite qualitative difference», «the moment», «incognito», «paradoxy,
«encounter», and the like. They were calculated to break the Christological hold of both absolute
idealism and positivistic historicism. Faith needs no external props or authorities to gain access to
the living Christ of the Bible. External assurances, they argue, can at most provide only «approxi-
mate» certainty — too weak a foundation for the hope of eternal life. Faith must overcome the objective
uncertainty of the brute historical fact that the God-man appeared as a particular person in the past,
that the eternal God has entered historical time. That eternity has entered time without canceling it is
a paradox that can be believed only in its offensiveness» [3, p. 10].

Such an appraisal is valid to a considerable extent. There is little doubt that Kierkegaard can be re-
garded as a founding figure of Protestant existentialism and, more broadly, of existentialism as such.
That Kierkegaard was a pioneer of Christian existentialism is a common assessment of all scholars of his
views. At the same time, we believe that the formation of Protestant existentialism is not limited to his
influence alone. And as Roger Olson rightly notes, Neo-orthodoxy’s relationship to existentialism is
not absolute or monolithic, but the rediscovery of Kierkegaard’s thought helped shape neo-orthodoxy,
dialectical theology, at least in its beginnings in the period immediately following World War I That was
a time of tremendous pessimism, especially in Europe, about the project of modernity [13, p. 300].

As for other influences on Protestant existentialists, one may point to such thinkers as Friedrich
Nietzsche, Wilhelm Dilthey, Karl Marx, Edmund Husserl, Ernst Troeltsch, Martin Heidegger, and oth-
ers. This list is, of course, far from exhaustive, since tracing such lines of influence is inherently difficult;
for this reason, a degree of generalization and, at times, a deductive approach is unavoidable. In this
regard, the assessment of the contemporary researcher in existential theology, Hue Woodson, is par-
ticularly instructive: he notes that both Seren Kierkegaard and Friedrich Nietzsche exerted an equally
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significant influence on existentialism and existential theology [22, p. 1-2]. This influence is also
acknowledged by Paul Tillich, who, in his 1944 article «Existential Philosophy», traces the genesis
of existential philosophy back to Schelling’s winter lectures of 1841-1842 at the University of Berlin —
lectures that Kierkegaard himself also attended [16, p. 355]. In the same article, Tillich does not single
out a specifically Protestant form of existentialism, instead confining his discussion to the religious
strand of existential philosophy, of which Seren Kierkegaard was a prominent representative. Tillich
further notes that the Danish thinker did not claim to be a philosopher, even though his writings clearly
reveal an implicit engagement with philosophical reflection. As a religious thinker, Kierkegaard encoun-
tered opposition from a church that had become «bourgeois» in both theory and practice. He affirmed
his radical Christian faith solely in terms of absolute paradox and passionate personal commitment. As
a philosophical thinker, he developed a «dialectical» psychology that made a significant contribution
to anti-rationalist and anti-mechanistic approaches to the interpretation of human nature [16, p. 373].

Finally, it is worth quoting one of the most perceptive scholars of existentialism, John Macquarrie,
who observes in his work «Existentialismy that «one might say that, among many of the existentialists,
elements from their religious or cultural heritages coalesced with their existentialism or even supplied
the initial impulse toward it. In spite of Kierkegaard’s increasingly severe criticisms of Luther, his
existentialism is in fact inseparable from his Protestantism. Martin Buber’s philosophy is intertwined
with the Hasidic tradition of Judaism. The existentialism of Dostoevsky and Berdyaev is deeply
rooted in the spirit of Russian Orthodoxy. Unamuno’s attachment to Don Quixote and to the quixotic
more generally is as Spanish as it is existentialist. The rich diversity among these thinkers reflects
the diversity of backgrounds out of which they responded to their philosophical vocations» [10, p.7].

Roger Olson, whom we have already mentioned, offers an assessment very similar to that of John
Macquarrie, noting that original existentialism was less a philosophy per se than a Christian protest
against cultural Protestantism. In a certain sense, existentialism functioned as an anti-philosophy —
especially if «philosophy» is defined as the rational investigation of ultimate reality (metaphysics) or
as a secular account of knowledge grounded in reason alone (epistemology) [13, p.299].

Conclusions. In summarizing our brief examination of the historical origins of Protestant existen-
tialism, several key points may be highlighted. First, the term itself has not been sufficiently articu-
lated in the scholarly literature and is often subsumed under the more familiar category of «Christian
existentialism». Second, within theological discourse one frequently encounters the terms «Dialectical
Theology» and, at times, «Neo-Orthodoxy», which, in our view, are unable to encompass adequately
the highly diverse group of thinkers in question. For this reason, the term we propose — «Protestant
existentialism» — appears more balanced and precise in describing the religious and philosophical
movement whose leading figures included Rudolf Bultmann, Paul Tillich, Karl Barth, Friedrich Gog-
arten, Eduard Thurneysen, the Niebuhr brothers, and Dietrich Bonhoeffer.

Third, Protestant existentialism passed through two principal stages of development: its formative
origins in the nineteenth century and its conceptual consolidation in the 1920s. Fourth, the historical
emergence of Protestant existentialism can be understood, on the one hand, as a reaction against mo-
dern rationalism and, on the other, as the result of a complex constellation of intellectual influences,
among which the most significant were Schelling’s German Idealism, Nietzsche’s philosophy of life,
neo-Kantianism, Dilthey’s hermeneutics, Husserl’s phenomenology, and Heidegger’s fundamental on-
tology. Overall, Protestant existentialism emerged largely as a response to the theological and cultural
processes that had been unfolding within Protestantism since the Enlightenment.

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The article provides a comprehensive philosophical and political analysis of the Ukrainian model
of state-church relations and examines its influence on the processes of cultural self-identification
of Ukrainians in the context of contemporary socio-political transformations. Religion in Ukraine
is interpreted not only as a sphere of individual belief, but also as a significant socio-cultural factor
that shapes value orientations, symbolic meanings, and collective identities, particularly under
the conditions of war, globalization, and European integration.

The relevance of the study is determined by the intensification of interactions between the state
and religious institutions amid processes of decolonization of historical memory, the reconfiguration
of the religious landscape, and the growing role of churches in social consolidation, civic
solidarity, and cultural resistance to external destructive influences. Special attention is paid to
the challenges associated with politicization of religion, the preservation of interconfessional harmony,
and the safeguarding of freedom of conscience in a pluralistic society.

The aim of the study is to analyze the Ukrainian model of state—church relations and to identify
the mechanisms through which it influences the formation and transformation of cultural self-
identification of Ukrainians in current socio-political conditions. To achieve this aim, the article
examines the conceptual foundations of cultural self-identification, explores the historical prerequisites
for the formation of the Ukrainian model of state—church relations, and determines the role of religious
institutions in preserving national traditions, historical memory, and symbolic markers of identity.

The methodological framework of the research is based on an interdisciplinary combination
of political science, religious studies, social philosophy, and cultural studies. The study employs
systemic, institutional, neo-institutional, historical-comparative, socio-cultural, civilizational,
and axiological approaches, which allow for a holistic analysis of state—church relations as a multi-
level social system and for the identification of their value-based and symbolic dimensions.

The research findings substantiate that the Ukrainian model of state-church relations is
characterized by institutional pluralism, legal equality of religious denominations, and a predominantly
partnership-based mode of interaction, which ensures the participation of religious institutions in
processes of social consolidation without violating the principle of the secular state. It is demonstrated
that under contemporary conditions religion in Ukraine functions not only as a sphere of private
belief but also as an important element of the nation s cultural code, directly influencing the formation
of collective identity, civic responsibility, and the cultural resilience of society.

The conclusions emphasize that the optimization of state—church and interconfessional relations
should be based on the principles of partnership, tolerance, and mutual autonomy, with strict
adherence to the principle of freedom of conscience. The prospects for further research are outlined,
focusing on the role of civil religion, spiritual security, and the religious factor in the processes
of nation-building and the development of civil society under conditions of wartime and postcolonial
transformations.

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INSTITUTIONALIZATION AND BURNOUT OF CIVIC ACTIVISM:
ANALYSIS OF INTERACTION AND THREATS TO LONG-TERM RESILIENCE

Problem. In the context of the full-scale war, civil society in Ukraine demonstrates an unprecedented
level of mobilization, serving as a cornerstone of national resistance. However, functioning in
a prolonged mode of emergency and extreme stress increasingly actualizes the critical issue of human
capital depletion. There is a pressing scientific necessity to overcome the analytical disconnect between
macro-sociological studies of the third sector’s structural conditions and micro-level examinations
of the psycho-emotional states of individual activists. Comprehending the reciprocal mechanisms
between the institutional environment and individual burnout is essential for predicting potential risks
and securing the long-term resilience of civil society.

Purpose. The primary objective of this study is to develop and validate a hybrid methodological
approach designed to analyze crisis phenomena within the functioning of complex social systems.
Specifically, the article aims to demonstrate how a synthesis of theoretical concepts from distinct
levels of analysis can effectively explain the dynamics of exhaustion within the civic sector through
the perspective of institutional dysfunctions.

Methods. The methodological core of this research rests on interdisciplinary theoretical integration.
1t employs Douglas North's neo-institutional theory to analyze the macro-level structure — specifically
the formal and informal «rules of the gamey. Simultaneously, Christina Maslach's three-component
model of professional burnout is utilized to analyze the micro-level. The concept of «institutional
trapsy is applied to operationalize systemic dysfunctions such as legal uncertainty and resource
deficits, while Maslach's validated instruments measure their specific consequences for actors:
emotional exhaustion, depersonalization, and the reduction of professional achievements.

Results. The application of this hybrid approach facilitated the construction of an explanatory
model depicting a self-reinforcing cycle of «low institutionalization — high burnouty. The findings
demonstrate that a pathogenic institutional environment acts not merely as a passive context but as
an active trigger for activist burnout. Furthermore, the study identifies that the loss of human capital
resulting from burnout subsequently blocks opportunities for strengthening and developing sustainable
institutions. This work confirms the significant heuristic potential of such interdisciplinary synthesis
for diagnosing threats to the resilience of social systems where structural factors and human capital
are inextricably intertwined.

THE INFLUENCE OF RELIGION ON THE SOCIOCULTURAL

A PROBLEMATIC FIELD IN THE SOCIOLOGY OF MORALITY

Relevance of the study. Religion as a system of worldview and way of life retains its role as
one of the leading regulators of social relations in the modern world. Researchers note the facts
of increasing attraction to religion on the part of various social and cultural groups of people.

The current sociocultural situation on the planet allows us to conclude that religion will retain its
role as the foundation of universal ethical prescriptions in the comprehensive future, the need to appeal
to which will constantly increase.

Results. The peculiarity of the religious worldview is that any individual event has meaning
due to its connection with the general picture of the world, in its transcendental meaning. Religion
translates culture selectively, reducing it to a general factor that expresses the unity of the entire
particular culture. The modern world is characterized by an increasing role of the influence of religion
on the identity of individuals, social and cultural groups. The focus of modern scientific knowledge
is the influence of the religious factor on civilizational processes in society, in particular on socio-
cultural transformation. This situation, together with the modification of the functioning of morality
as a social institution, requires a revision of the conceptual and conceptual continuum, interpretive
potential and methods of promoting the system of universal values.
